1.5 Tonnes of bags of grit salt on the main bus routes . We have received a further 1 

Tonne bag earlier today . 

It was also agreed we should clarify who is responsible for gritting the vast number of 

footpaths / jitties in Blidworth – we will then grit those we are responsible for .
