A resident discussed parking issues in the village that were causing issues especially related
to blocking driveways. The Clerk had directed them to information on the NCC website and
also to report issues to the local police.
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A resident discussed the issues with anti-social behaviour at Sherwood Park. His fence was
being damaged, kids were climbing over the fence and damaging his property. The police
had been involved and visited the resident. The Parish council to look at ways to improve
visibility by cutting back the tree and shrubbery.

A further resident added to this — the Police attended today, and they were taking action on
several drug related incidents.

Residents were invited to attended Working Party groups to help develop communication
between the Parish Council and residents.

Clir T Smith had sent his apologies and submitted the following report which the Clerk read

out:

We’re in a ‘good’ place with my 141 bus campaign at the minute. I've had 2 more meetings with the
Cabinet Member for Transport last week to talk about some logistical issues to iron out, and we’re still in
productive discussion with Stagecoach about the practicals of the service continuing (one form or
another). Rather unhelpfully, the local press have been incorrect in their most recent reporting of the 141,
they’ve said Stagecoach is happy to continue the service. The reality of what Stagecoach actually said,
however, is they will continue to run the service if we continue to subsidise it (which is a monumental sum
of taxpayer money). Despite this, discussions are in a good place. Unfortunately, we’re entering
‘commercially sensitive’ stages, so | can’t give any figures, but I'm feeling positive. | know Parish always
offers their support on this, and I’'m very grateful for it and would ask just that you continue to support me
in this as | carry on lobbying.
Dale Lane Shrubs
I would be very interested to know the Parish Council’s official stance on what you/we want to do
regarding the Dale Lane shrubs query. | know that social media has responded very actively towards the
question of what should happen, and I’'m very keen to hear resident’s views on this before we formulate a
plan going forward. | also have a meeting with NSDC to get them properly onboard. Thanks to Clare too
for all the queries she’s raised on this with Via.
County Hall
At a meeting of Full Council last week, NCC have now made the decision to begin the process to vacate
County Hall (Our current, 90 odd year old somewhat stately building in West Bridgford) and move to a
new, eco, custom built office in Hucknall. The reasons for this are overwhelmingly financial, County Hall
costs the taxpayer several million to run and the new building will eliminate that loss, but alongside this the
new building is in response to changes in working habits/culture (working from home), to allow us to lead
in creating environmentally friendly large builds in the county, and to ‘recentre’ local political power away
from the city and leafy suburbs of West Bridgford and towards areas with historic under-investment -
Hucknall.

I also just wanted to flag Blidfest, and formally thank the organisers (John in particular) and say what a
good event it was for the village. Very well turned out, very good natured, and very welcome.

The Clerk had reported to
this to both NSDC (planted as part of a NSDC scheme) and VIA (Highways concern as
causing an issue with visuability). NSDC ClIr T Smith had arranged a meeting to discuss this
and advised that a consultation would be needed to understand the needs of residents.
