PC Napier gave a report that he had dealt with ASB nominals but was now visiting
along with the housing team. ASB figures had gone down. There is a new ASB team
working alongside the Police separate to NSDC.
The new Chief Constable has carried out a review of the local force. PMT has been set
up to again to work with the youth, by June this should be in full force. There is a
Support worker in place — Juliette who is based at Blidworth Library.

The Chairman had had a conversation with Tesco, there had been a lot of theft which
was being reported, and people hanging around the shop making staff feel
uncomfortable. Police to make contact and look at support from the ASB team.

Councillors also expressed concerns about parking around the bike shop/café on the
pavement blocking access for pedestrians, and disabled users. Although this has been
referred to NCC, the Police were asked to look into this as it is causing an obstruction
on a regular basis. The Police asked for photos and registration numbers to be sent in
so they could look into the matter.
